By breaking down both internal factors (strengths and weaknesses) and external factors (opportunities and threats), you gain a clearer picture of where you currently stand and what direction you should take. This tool matters because it supports smarter decision-making, helps identify realistic goals, and encourages critical thinking  skills, especially valuable for young university students preparing for academic projects, career planning, or entrepreneurship.
HOW TO USE IT? 
How to Use It (Step-by-Step)
1. Define the topic
Decide what you are analysing: yourself, a project, a student organisation, a business idea, etc.
2. List internal factors
· Strengths: What do you/your project do well? What resources or advantages do you have?
· Weaknesses: What needs improvement? What limitations or gaps exist?
3. Analyse external factors
· Opportunities: What external trends, chances or possibilities can you use to your advantage?
· Threats: What risks or external challenges could harm your success?
4. Prioritise
Identify the most important items in each category-those that will have the biggest impact.
5. Make decisions
